Seed Industry Professionals Learn at ASTA Management Academy 
The ASTA Management Academy, held March 3-7, brought together 38 seed industry representatives from across the 
nation to learn management techniques and strategies. Participants learned from Purdue faculty members Mike Boehlje, 
Freddie Barnard, Larry DeBoer, Scott Downey, Allan Gray and Mike Gunderson. Other speakers included Larry Lad, 
associate professor of management at Butler University, and Pete Hammett, managing director at Navigating Talent 
Sustainability. 

Syngenta Managers Come to Campus 
In March, 24 Syngenta leaders visited Purdue to kick off the ninth offering of the ALPs program, which prepares emerging 
Syngenta leaders for the larger responsibilities they’ll face in the future. Allan Gray, Mike Boehlje, Brent Gloy, Wally Tyner 
and Mike Gunderson led sessions during the program. 

Randy Mattson Improves Lives of Tanzanian Farmers 
Randy Mattson, a 2001 graduate of the EMBA, the predecessor of the MS-MBA in Food and Agribusiness Management, 
has spent the winter in Iringa, Tanzania. There, Randy is serving as a director for the Institute of Agriculture, an 
organization that helps Tanzanians be better farmers. 

The Institute of Agriculture is funded by church groups, agribusinesses and university stakeholders. Part of the University 
of Iringa (formerly Tumaini University) and the Bega Kwa Bega (BKB, or “shoulder-to-shoulder”) organization, the institute 
administers micro-finance and water projects to improve the lives of the people in Tanzania. 

The institute has 50 village sites where they conduct educational seminars and plot trials for food corn and beans. They 
assist farmers in better planting, preparing seed beds, fertility, pest control, weed control and grain storage. 

“My wife, Rose, and I have fallen in love with Tanzania,” Randy said. “This has been an amazing experience. It will be 
difficult to leave at the end of March, but I will probably be back again in the fall or again next winter.”

Large Commercial Producer Research Released 
Researchers recently released the themes report from the Large Commercial Producer (LCP) Survey. Conducted every 
five years by the Center for Food and Agricultural Business, the survey explores the current concerns, preferences, 
behaviors and attitudes of U.S. farmers and ranchers. This year’s survey features results from nearly 1,700 producers.  

“Our goal is to help agribusinesses reach higher levels of success,” says Mike Gunderson. “Armed with information and 
insights about their farmer customers, agribusinesses can create new business strategies based on what their customers 
value. That approach results in more effective partnerships with key clients.”
