Recording Weather Data
General Objective: Students will learn how to collect and interpret data from their weather station.
Specific Objectives: Discover:

· Constructing weather station,
· Collaborating with other students,

· Acquiring and evaluating information, and
· Recording data.
Time: Two Weeks for 15 minutes per class
Resources needed: 4-H 379, pp 12-14. Copies of the attached table and worksheet.
Activity: Using the weather station that your students have created, record weather data for two weeks.
Discussion – 10 minutes:

· Now that the students have constructed a weather station, explain that they will now collect weather data.
· Talk about what weather information the students think they will encounter.

Activity – 20-30 minutes:
· After talking to the students, hand out copies of the weather observation table.
· Each day allow 10-15 minutes for the students to record their weather data and make sure their equipment is in good working order.
· After completing the two weeks of observation discuss data.

· Have the students complete the attached worksheet to complete the lesson.
