For successful completion of the ‘with thesis’ designation, the following items are required: a student must have approval of the FS 499 course advisor and complete: 1) a FS 499 course, 2) a written report of the research in a scientific journal format, and 3) a public oral presentation of final results (such as the spring undergraduate poster competition at Purdue). 
The FS 499 course is contract between an advisor and a student for an individual research project on a special problem in a selected area of food science, culminating in a written report in scientific format.  This form must be completed and signed, including approval by the Undergraduate Curriculum Committee, prior to registration – and no later than the end of the second week of the semester in which the FS 499 course will be taken. After Undergraduate Curriculum Committee approval, prepare one copy for the academic advisor (for student’s permanent file), one copy for the FS 499 advisor, and two student copies (one to be appended to the final report).
